On August 20th, the Beverly Foundation announced its
STAR Awards for Senior Transportation Services. The award
program recognizes exceptional service in providing trans-
portation to older adults. One of the Foundation’s prestig-
ious STAR Special Recommendation Awards was given to
Mountain Empire Older Citizens, Inc. The STAR Award rec-
ognizes the employment of mobility manager, the develop-
ment of a volunteer driver program and MEOC’s commit-
ment to developing and maintaining a seamless and coordi-
nated transportation system for all ages.

The mobility manager, funded by the Department of Rail
and Public Transportation’s New Freedom Initiative, has the
charge of developing a volunteer policy manual, coordinat-
ing medical appointments and grouping trips for maximum
efficiency and economy.

Foundation president Helen Kerschner said: “Our STAR
Awards recognize ‘the best of the best’ organizations that
provide transportation to older adults. This year we re-
ceived applications for awards. We congratulate MEOC for
making an enormous contribution to seniors, their fami-
lies.”
